Notice for Authors

1. Manuscripts should present original results not published before and not considered for publication elsewhere. Only relevant experimental data that are dis​cussed in the manuscript should be described. Authors are encouraged to present the experimental data in the form of tables. Functional dependencies can be plotted. The duplication of experimental data in tables and fig​ures should be avoided.

2. Manuscripts should be prepared according to the rules described in this notice and proofread by the authors before submission. Manuscripts should not contain non-standard abbreviations, notation, or dimen​sions. All abbreviations suggested by the authors should be explained in the text.

3. The manuscripts should be submitted both in the duplicate form (2 hard copies) and by E-mail:  kincat@ioc.ac.ru
Manuscripts should not exceed 18 pages (or 10 pages for young scientists), A4 format,  including tables, artworks and references. Text should be typed 2.0 line spaced using 14 points font. 

4. The name, complete mailing address, telephone number, fax number and E-mail address of the corresponding author should be given on the first page of the manuscript.
5. The submission must include an abstract printed before the body text. Please indicate on the mar​gins the first appearance of each figure or table.

6. Illustrations should be good-quality computer-printed graphics. Please indicate the number of a figure and the author of the manuscript on the face side of each figure. The notation in the text and figures must be the same. Figures should not be cluttered with curves.

7. To avoid mistakes when typesetting formulas and symbols, please legibly write or type symbols. The dif​ference between capital and small letters, e.g., V and v, S and s, О and o, U and u, К and k, etc.,  please, make sure that hand-written letters should not be confused, e.g., g and q, 1 and e, u and n. Do not write J instead of I. Subscripts (superscripts) should be below (above) the symbols they refer to. Greek letters should be under​lined with a red pencil. Mathematical formulas and expressions should be numbered with Arabic numerals, and chemical equations should be numbered with Roman numerals. Please use commonly understood terminology and notation, for instance: reaction rate (r); amount of substances in moles (n), weight (m), conver​sion (x), surface area (S), specific surface area (Ssp), length (I), volume (V), space velocity (v), time (t), lin​ear flow rate (w), concentration (Q, surface coverage (6), etc. Avoid using the same letters with different sub​scripts or superscripts to denote different physical values.
8. Literature citations should be numbered in the text in square brackets (e.g., [2]). References never include quotation marks. Only the first three authors are included followed by et al. if there are more than four authors. Please always cite the original rather than translated books.
